How to use these materials -  These materials can be used most effectively by making individual booklets for each student in your group.  The easiest way to do this is to make double-sided copies of each page, then staple along the left edge to bind them.  

Begin by seating your students in a roughly circular pattern so that the color markers can be passed around.

Word search – The first activity in each booklet is a word search that contains some of the words that will be used in the passages.  

1 - Find and trace in the vowels.  All of the vowels in the puzzle are contained within words (none are isolated).  

2 - Once the vowels have been found, the students find and trace the words that are listed in the word-bank.  

Scanning passages – The teacher directs the students to find and trace the ten target words in each of these passages.  

1 - Trace the target word and its ordinal position (first 

color, second color, etc.) on the page on the left.

2 - Find the word in the passage and trace it using same color.  

3 - Once you are satisfied that all students have found and 

traced the target word, have the students rotate the markers in a clockwise direction.

4 - Move to the next target word and repeat the steps.

IMPORTANT – Be sure to use this activity to reinforce letter-sound correspondences and long & short vowel rules !!!

Question/complete sentence answer -  Following each scanning passage, a series of questions is presented.  These are accompanied by a complete sentence answer that the students trace in.  To make sure your students understand the difference between a complete and incomplete sentence, use these steps:  

1.  Read the question and the complete sentence answer together.

2. Determine the short answer within the complete sentence and

have the students trace only the short answer.

3.  Now trace the complete sentence answer.

Word sorts – After the passages, a number of word sort activities are presented.  These usually require teacher assistance for the younger students, though some may be able to complete these without help.

The ‘categorization’ activity (students place words from the story into category boxes; place, animals, family, etc.) opens the students’ minds to the idea that a word can have more than one meaning.  This leads to critical thinking.  You’ll find that students will surprise you with connections and interpretations that you might not have thought of.

Comprehension -  The passage is presented again, as a whole, followed by simple comprehension questions.  Use these as an Independent Practice to assess your students’ progress.  For those students still struggling, use this sections to assess ‘listening comprehension’.
